CelebrATions
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The Sir Casimir 
Gzowski Trophy, 

which will be on display 
during the Reunion 
Weekend, was awarded 
to the 48th Highlanders 
of Canada during five 
consecutive training years 
(1965-66 through 1969-
70).  It was emblematic of 
the best militia infantry 
regiment Canada, judged 
in nationwide competition 
and winning it has 
always been regarded as a 
milestone achievement in 
the Regiment’s Cold War 
history.

In recognition of this, all 
48th veterans of the Gzowski 
Trophy era will receive, 
at the Reunion, a special 
commemorative lapel pin to 
mark the 50th anniversary of 
the fi rst presentation of this 
Trophy to the Regiment.

For the Regiment, 1968 
was a year of outstanding accomplishment. Not 
only did Highlanders achieve the third of fi ve 
consecutive Gzowski Trophy wins, they also 
captured, in their new role as part of the new 

Mobile Command 
Reserve, both the 

Bayonet (above 
middle) and Kitching 
(bottom left) Trophies, which were emblematic 

of superior tactical performance at the 
infantry platoon level.
